Results are from students who attended the same district for the full 
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exams. Exam results are from November 2009.  

ACT scores  ACT data is reported for the class of 2009. Most students take the test 
to fulfill admissions requirements for colleges and universities. If a stu-
dents has taken the test more than once (in either his or her junior or 
senior year), the most recent score was reported. The maximum possi-
ble score on any individual section is 36. The four sections of the test 
are English, math, reading, and science reasoning. The composite score 
is the weighted average of the subject area scores, out of a possible 36. 
The listed number is the average score for each district.  
 

Completion Rate  The number of graduates receiving a regular diploma in June 2009 di-
vided by an estimate of the total cohort group measured from the be-
ginning of high school expressed as a percentage. This cohort group in-
cludes graduates, other high school completers, and students who 
reached the age or 21 in the school year. The cohort group also includes 
cohort dropouts over four years.
